PUBLIC COMMENTS: No public comments.  

APPROVE AGENDA
Manley/Shrider unanimous to approve the Agenda for the February 12, 2019 Parks Board meeting.

APPROVE MINUTES: 
Sandom/Manley unanimous to approve the minutes of the January 8, 2019 Parks Board regular meeting.   
Boat Permit/Waitlist Renewals: Chair Nicole Runge updated us on the boat renewal and waitlist process and Deputy Clerk Laur updated us on the information received so far.
Riverfront Park Playground Equipment Project: Deputy Clerk Laur presented the project to Lions Club for a donation to cover the rest of the cost and should know the outcome in March. The bill for the equipment and delivery has been paid and the new installation contract is moving forward with changes made by the city attorney.
Riverfront Park Signage: Park Manager Bob Shearer proposed a new sign for Riverfront Park. The current one is not visible due to vegetation and is not located at the entrance to the park area. Also, it is unclear if there is an actual name for that part of the beach so Deputy Clerk Laur is going to find out. If there isn’t a name we will brainstorm some names to place on the new sign. Park Manager Shearer will get a quote for the proposed design. 
Ball Team Use of Pettitt Park: Deputy Clerk Laur received confirmation from the SCVAA they would like to use the field again from April 1st to July 31st. SCVAA will have ownership of the field schedule and others will have to coordinate with them. The city is requesting a schedule from them to have visibility of when it will be used. Park Manager Shearer said that we will need to fix drain pipe on the drinking fountain.  It was suggested the City should post the park facility opening and closing dates.
Pettitt Park Banner Sponsorship: Deputy Clerk Laur stated renewal letters will be sent on Thursday, February 14th and that the flood run has already paid. Chair Nicole Runge noted that the SCVAA donated to the banner fund on December 14th, 2018 and to make sure they are on the renewal letter list.
Park Budget/Expense Report: Chair Nicole Runge provided an update on the expenses and reorganized the revenue, expenses and funds into a new spreadsheet. Deputy Clerk Laur is going to confirm the banner fund balance. Park Manager Shearer mentioned that two new picnic tables did not get ordered by the end of last year but would still like them before summer. Chair Nicole Runge and Deputy Clerk Laur stated that we have money in the “Parks General Reserves fund” that we can use towards these tables.  

PARK STAFF/MEMBER REPORTS: 
Park Manager Bob Shearer: stated he won’t have overages for wages this year because he will not be helping with boat permitting process. 
Nicole Runge: stated that all personal property has been removed from the Shoreland Park and that the Pettitt Park sign has been refinished and reinstalled.

Deputy Clerk Kathy Laur: nothing to report
Mayor Tom McCarthy: Stated that the brush by the city garage has been cleaned up.
