Oath of Office: Joe Riley sworn in by Deputy Clerk Kathy Laur.

PUBLIC COMMENTS: No public comments.  

APPROVE AGENDA
Manley/Runge unanimous to approve the Agenda for the March 12, 2019 Parks Board meeting.

APPROVE MINUTES: 
Sandom/Manley unanimous to approve the minutes of the February 12, 2019 Parks Board regular meeting.   
Subcommittee Appointments: Only one change from last year, Linda O’Donnell will be replacing Nancy Truax’s position on the Permit and Legal committee.
Boat Permit/Waitlist Renewals: Chair Nicole Runge updated us that boat permit fees are due Friday, March 15th and after that late charges will be implemented. Reviewed current status of paperwork receipts. Multiple permit holders do not have LSCB named as the certificate holder on their insurance so Deputy Clerk Laur will notify them. After March 15th residents who haven’t paid their waitlist dues will be removed from the waitlist. 
Riverfront Park Playground Equipment Project: Deputy Clerk Laur stated that the liability agreement has been approved by city attorney and GameTime.
Riverfront Park Signage: Deputy Clerk Laur confirmed that the beach is named Riverfront. Jo Sandom is going to submit some designs along with the ones Park Manager Shearer already has. Deputy Clerk Laur will get quotes for all of the sign submissions.  Plan to review and may make a final decision at the April meeting. Deputy Clerk Laur is also going to verify how much we paid for the Veteran’s Memorial sign to compare to the quotes for the Riverfront sign.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Seasonal Beach Parking Passes: Chair Nicole Runge stated we will advertise beach parking permits for $10 through June in the newsletter.  It was also noted the permits must say, “Beach Parking Lot Only”. Deputy Clerk Laur asked if we have one day only permits for large parties and Mayor McCarthy confirmed that we do.
Riverfront/Pettitt Pavilion Reservation Forms: Deputy Clerk Laur has the forms ready to go and updated us on the process.
Pettitt Park Banner Sponsorship: Deputy Clerk Laur updated us on the status. We already have 4 sponsors who have paid. A company by the name of Law Tigers wants to put up a black and orange banner, which is not consistent with our banner requirements, but we decided to try it out for one-year and consider all resident feedback. 
Riley/Sandom unanimous to approve Law Tigers offered an option of $200 for a Black and Orange sign or $100 if they make a new white sign. It will be a one-year trial to see if residents have any issues with it.
Park Budget/Expense Report: Chair Nicole Runge updated us on the budget.

Park Manager Bob Shearer: Hoping to have the new Gator 4x4 before the river rises to flood stages.
Chair Nicole Runge: Will not be able to attend the April meeting but has coordinated with Joe Riley to manage it. Tim Schroeder, from the SCVAA, has agreed to have his phone number posted at Pettitt Park for ball field use inquiries but does not want his name posted.
