PARKS BOARD MEETING
May 14, 2019
 
MINUTES

Chair Nicole Runge called the regular meeting to order at 5:58pm. 
PUBLIC COMMENTS: No public comments.
APPROVE AGENDA : Manley/Shrider unanimous to approve the Agenda for the May 14, 2019 Parks Board meeting.
APPROVE MINUTES: Manley/Sandom unanimous to approve the minutes of the April 9, 2019 Parks Board regular meeting. 
Food Vendors: Deputy Clerk Laur gave an overview of food vendors/trucks and how other cities handle for permits/ordnances. Discussed the pros and cons of the proposal from RiverDogs for a food cart at Riverfront Park or Pettitt Park.  The group liked the smaller set up of a food cart versus a food truck.  With a food truck vendor, noted concern of noise from a generator running. This would be a service the city would allow, and it would generate minimal revenue for the city.  It was also recognized that any vendor would be additional competition for existing LSCB businesses that provide food/drinks.
Pros include: supporting local resident and businesses within community since products are sourced locally, convenience for residents, and revenue from a permit fee and sales tax. 
Cons include: With limited space to park at Riverfront and already high traffic congestion, it would cause additional traffic and pedestrian congestion which poses multiple safety concerns. 
In considering having a food cart at Pettitt Park, the same “Pros” exists but there are no “Cons” that the Park Board could identify. 
Runge/Shrider motion / unanimous: The Park Board recommends to LSCB City Council to pursue permitting a food cart at Pettitt Park.
Runge/Shrider motion / unanimous: The Park Board does not recommend that LSCB City Council pursue permitting a food cart at the Riverfront Beach or Parking lot off of 20th Street.
Boat Permit/Waitlist Recommendation: Chair Nicole Runge updated us on the boat permit waitlist (version 5-14-19). Ordinance says to revoke permits if not in by April 15th. 
Runge/Shrider Motion / unanimous: The Park Board recommends that LSCB City Council approve all permits as presented (version dated 5-14-19) except for 1a, 13a, 22b and 39e and to withdraw these permits that are non-compliant at the next council meeting. 
Parks directed Deputy Clerk Laur to send a certified letter notifying permit applicants 1a, 13a, 22b, 39e of this decision. If they resolve their application discrepancies before the 5/20/19 council meeting, their permits can be included with the others for approval. 
Runge/Shrider motion / unanimous: The Park Board recommends that LSCB City Council approves the deferment request for 2019 by 41e to acquire a dock.
Runge/Shrider motion / unanimous: The Park Board recommends that LSCB City Council approves the power waitlist and dock waitlist with the edit of removing Bonnie Markham from the dock waitlist.
Parkland Inspection Date: We will conduct the parkland inspection on June 11th at 5:30pm, starting at Pettitt Park and then proceeding to Riverfront Park. Following the inspection, we will conduct the Park Board meeting at 6:15pm at City Hall.
Riverfront Park Playground Equipment Project: Instead of waiting for GameTime to tell us when they have time to install the equipment, we are going to recommend the following dates: the week of July 22nd, 29th or August 12th. We cannot schedule them for the week of August 5th and 26th. Deputy Clerk Laur is going to ask GameTime to provide more details on what we need to do to prepare the site and how long it will take them to install it. Deputy Clerk Laur is going to ask the City Inspector if we need a permit for the preparations and installation of the equipment. Deputy Clerk Laur is going to ask Tri-County for a bid to prepare the site in the event we can’t use STS labor as originally intended.
Riverfront Park Signage: The sign has been delivered and Park Manager Shearer is going to install it.
Pettitt Park Banner Sponsorship: Deputy Clerk Laur updated us on the status. Currently, we have 9 sponsors that have paid. We still have 4 banners in the garage of previous sponsors that have not shown interest this year. Deputy Clerk Laur will reach out one more time and Lee Shrider is going to check with St. Croix Classics to see if they would like to sponsor again this year.
Park Budget/Expense Report: Chair Nicole Runge updated us on the budget.

Park Manager Bob Shearer: the new picnic tables have arrived and planning on placing one on the beach side and one by the new playground. Also, would like to purchase a new BBQ grill for Riverfront Park and will submit a purchase requisition. During the flood this year, the “No Watercraft in swim area” sign was damaged and the one on the other side is old and in rough shape so would like to replace both with metal signs. Jo Sandom has kindly offered his time and skills in designing the signs.
Runge/Shrider motion / unanimous: The Parks Board recommends the City Council to approve $300 to purchase a BBQ grill and post for Riverfront Park.
Runge/Shrider motion / unanimous: The Parks Board recommends the City Council to approve two new signs (no watercraft in beach swim area) not to exceed $2000. 
Lee Shrider: Nothing to report
Jo Sandom: Nothing to report
Colter Manley: Unable to attend the Park Board meetings until October, 2019.
Nicole Runge: Nothing to report 
Deputy Clerk Kathy Laur: Nothing to report
Mayor Tom McCarthy: The SCVAA ball team is going to dump the sandbags in the playground area at Pettitt Park. Someone backed into the ballfields fence while leaving the Beach Bar and the Beach Bar said they are going to fix the damaged post. STS is coming to clean beach. 
Christopher Smith: We should determine a long-term plan/budget to handle the emerald ash borer trees on park land as it has been confirmed in our city.
