PARKS BOARD MEETING
June 11, 2019
 
MINUTES

Chair Nicole Runge called the regular meeting to order at 6:00pm. 
PUBLIC COMMENTS: No public comments.
APPROVE AGENDA : Riley/Shrider unanimous to approve the Agenda for the June 11, 2019 Parks Board meeting.
APPROVE MINUTES: Shrider/Runge unanimous to approve the minutes of the May 14, 2019 Parks Board regular meeting. 
Boat Permit Wait List: Deputy Clerk Laur reported the City Council approved the compliant boat permit list.  Chair Runge instructed Laur to send out permit letters to compliant permit holders. Laur is also instructed to send letters to the two permits who were still outstanding as suspended per City Council decision. Laur reported the City Council approved the power boat and dock wait lists and the deferment request for permit 41E at the May meeting.  
Deputy Clerk Laur also informed that boat permit holder 13A has forfeited their power boat permit and dock designation.  Chair Runge instructed Laur to send a power boat permit offer to the first person on the wait list. Laur is to send a certified letter, email and call. They have 10 days to respond to the offer per the date on the letter. If declined, Laur to get in writing. No response is considered a decline and the offer would then go to the next person on the power boat wait list. 
Chair Runge instructed Deputy Clerk Laur to make a dock designation offer to the first person on the wait list whose sailboat permit happens to currently be suspended.  Runge instructed Laur to send two separate letters; one regarding the City Council’s decision to suspend the sailboat permit and another to offer the dock designation after sailboat permit becomes compliant.  Laur is to send a certified letter, email and call. They have 10 days to respond to the offer per the date on the letter. If declined, Laur to get in writing. No response is considered a decline and the offer would then go to the next person on the dock wait list. 

Boat/Structure Inspection: Discussion that due to the flooding, the deadline for getting moorings, docks and boats in the river should be extended from the original deadline of June 15. The “No Wake” was lifted on June 11.  

Runge/Shrider motion / unanimous: Extend the deadline to June 25, 2019 to put moorings, docks and boats in the water.  
Laur instructed to notify boat permit holders of the extension and the boat/structure inspections with occur shortly thereafter.
Riverfront Park Playground Equipment Project: Deputy Clerk Laur reported that the install date for the playground equipment planned for week of June 24, 2019 weather permitting. Laur provided grading and erosion control plan developed by the city engineer. The equipment that is currently in the garage will need to be moved down to the park by the City. Tri-County provided an estimate of $1,600 for 2 days of work for the preparation of the site and they could meet our installation timeline. Laur reported the City Council noted this expense could be paid for out of the Gaming Fund. Alternate member Chris Smith recommended that once the site has been excavated that a category 3N blanket be placed in the site instead of plastic. Laur will speak with Tri-County on this request. Smith also noted a tree that may be in the way on the site plan which will be investigated. It was recommended that caution tape be put up around the excavation site before the equipment is installed.
Riverfront Park Signage: Deputy Clerk Laur reported that the “No Watercraft” sign expense was approved at the May City Council meeting. Examples of the signs were provided to the group. The signs have been ordered through Minuteman Press and will be made with the same material as the Riverfront Park sign.  Laur informed the group the new Riverfront Beach and Park sign is up at the park and it looks great.
Deputy Clerk Laur reported the expense for the new grill at Riverfront Park was approved by City Council at the May meeting.
Park Budget/Expense Report: Chair Nicole Runge updated the group on the budget and YTD expenses.
PARK STAFF/MEMBER REPORTS: 
Park Manager Bob Shearer: Buoys are going in at the beach. Beach parking revenue is increasing even with majority of beach and part of the parking lot still flooded.
Lee Shrider: Nothing to report
Jo Sandom: Nothing to report
Joe Riley: Nothing to report.
Nicole Runge: Discussed the rain date for the park land inspection.  Decision to meet at 5:30pm on July 9, 2019  at Pettitt Park prior to the Park Board meeting.
