4. PUBLIC COMMENTS ON PROPOSED MAINTENANCE ORDINANCE 

Steve Bonse, 1860 Quentin Ave. S. – Concerned about the length of time it takes to get a permit. 

Michael Ohlhauser, 16717 20th St. - Wanted to know when the line was going to be drawn on complaints? Has a neighbor that has been complaining about him for many years to the point of harassment.

Colleen Lyon, 1810 Quentin Ave. S. – Opposed to proposed ordinance.

Cindie Reiter, 16560 17th St. S. – Opposed to proposed ordinance.

Tim Langness, 16460 Upper 20th St. S. – Opposed to proposed ordinance.

Bruce Albrecht, 1819 Quarry Ave. – Permits not completed should have penalties. Rental properties should maintain their homes.
Patrice Nerad, 1771 Racine Ave. S. – Had problems with the former city administrator Dale Powers; needed to get an attorney. Is happier the way things are running now.

Sue Lissick, 1875 Queens Ave. S. – Hesitant towards the proposed ordinance

Jim Golden - Thankful for all of the efforts.

Jerry Beedle, 1470 Riviera Ave. S. – Opposed to proposed ordinance. Recommends the city have a Truth in Housing ordinance. Every time a house goes up for sale in LSCB it would need to be inspected.

Ron Carlson, 1241 Quinlan Ave. S. – Opposed to proposed ordinance.

Al Lund, 16460 20th St. S. – Opposed to proposed ordinance.
