PARKS BOARD MEETING

Chair Nicole Runge called the regular meeting to order at 6:00pm. 
PUBLIC COMMENTS: No public comments.
APPROVE AGENDA : Runge/Shrider unanimous to approve the Agenda for the July 9, 2019 Parks Board meeting.
APPROVE MINUTES: Riley/Shrider unanimous to approve the minutes of the June 11, 2019 Parks Board regular meeting. 
Boat/Structure Inspection: Inspections occurred on July 8, 2019. Several permit holders were out of compliance. City staff was directed to send letters notifying them to comply with a deadline of July 22, 2019. Re-inspection will occur shortly thereafter. 

Regarding permit holder 4A, per city ordinance 901.050, there is a requirement that the mooring/dock structure be used, which means having a permitted boat on it, by June 15.  If a permittee is not using the structure by June 15, the City may revoke the permit.  The City Council will consider written requests for exception to this requirement.   The deadline was extended to June 25 this year due to the high water.  Permit holder 4A has been out of compliance with no permitted boat on the structure all of 2018 and 2019.  

Runge/Riley motion/unanimous that 4A needs is sent a certified letter of the non-compliance with a deadline of  July 22, 2019. If 4A fails re-inspection,  the Parks Board recommends the City Council revoke the permit 4A Paulson due to non-compliance in 2018 and 2019.   
Permit holder 48E has requested in writing on June 24, 2019 a deferment on their sailboat permit for the 2019 season.  
Runge/Riley motion / unanimous the Parks Board recommends the  City Council approves the deferment request by 48E O'Donnell for the 2019 season.
Boat Permit/Dock Offer: Deputy Clerk Laur reported the vacated power boat permit 13A was offered and accepted by the first resident on the power boat wait list.  Allen converted their sailboat permit 21B to power boat permit 13A.  
Deputy Clerk Laur reported the vacated dock designation was offered and declined by the first two permit holders on the dock wait list.   The dock designation has been offered to the third permit holder on the dock wait list with a deadline to respond by July 5, 2019.  Due to the city hall being closed July 1-5, the Parks Board extended this dock offer deadline to July 12, 2019.  If no response, the offer will go to the next permit holder on the dock waiting list. 
Playground Equipment: Deputy Clerk Laur reported that the playground equipment has been installed.  Park Manager Bob Shearer reported back fill of soil on edges has been completed and grass seed will be planted.  Deputy Clerk Laur provided options for an additional piece of equipment for placement where the spring toys were located.  This was tabled for consideration in 2020 if funds become available. 
Park Budget/Expense Report: Chair Nicole Runge updated the group on the budget and YTD expenses. The excavation invoice for the playground had not been submitted yet.
PARK STAFF/MEMBER REPORTS: 
Park Manager Bob Shearer: The drinking fountain at the beach was vandalized and is in the process of getting it fixed. 
Deputy Clerk Laur:  The City has received a grant to upgrade recycle/trash bins in the parkland.  City staff will evaluate options and complete.  
Lee Shrider: Nothing to report
Joe Riley: Nothing to report.
Nicole Runge: Nothing to report.
