4.   OLD BUSINESS – Discussion of Impervious Surface Update
Dave Engstrom advised that City Attorney Kevin Sandstrom had further thoughts on last month’s discussion that was held hypothetically regarding a request to build on same impervious surface that was already granted a variance and if another variance would be required; consensus was made that an additional variance would not be required and that issues such as water velocity, impervious surface, and other concerns could be addressed with a review by the MSCWMO included in the building permit process.  The City Attorney recommended that a building permit application would require applying for an additional variance and further process with the Planning Commission citing Krummenacher v. Minnetonka / Minnesota Supreme Court/783 N.W.2d 721 (Minn.2010), a landmark opinion on land-use variances, that delves further into why a variance would need to be applied for.  Commission Member Sievert asked that the City Attorney’s document be attached to the June 3, 2020 Minutes as part of the discussion.

5.   DISCUSSION – Housing Definitions for the St. Croix Riverway
Discussion was held on short- and long-term rentals and housing definitions of same meeting with Met Council considerations and ascertaining acceptable use versus non-compliant.  Consensus to request the City Attorney draft an ordinance that addresses housing and provides discussion points and proceed from there.  Dave Engstrom will ask City Attorney Sandstrom for definitions keeping short term and long-term rentals separate; if time permits long term initially and then short term and provided to PC prior to their August meeting.
