Chair Nicole Runge called the regular meeting to order at 6:01pm. 
PUBLIC COMMENTS: No public comments.
APPROVE AGENDA : Riley/Sandom unanimous to approve the Agenda for the August 13, 2019 Parks Board meeting.
APPROVE MINUTES: Riley/Runge unanimous to approve the minutes of the July 9, 2019 Parks Board regular meeting. 
Boat/Structure Inspection: All boats are in compliance. One resident requested a deferment and another having boat repairs and is in communication with the city.

Dock Offer: Deputy Clerk Laur reported the dock offer was accepted by permit holder 31B. They are in the process of acquiring a dock. 
Deferment request: Permit holder 14A has requested a deferment for 2019.

Runge/Smith unanimous to recommend the City Council to approve the deferment request for 14A for 2019 due to hardship. 

Playground Equipment: Deputy Clerk Laur reported Riverfront Park playground equipment project is complete.  Park Manger Bob Shearer installed split rail fencing on the river side perimeter. Laur reported  a 6 foot safety zone would need to be created to install another piece of playground equipment at Riverfront Park.  Laur reported the city received a donation from the Lion's Club for future playground equipment purchases.  
Pettitt Park Batting Cage: Staff will contact the VAA to see if they will zip tie the netting up or remove it for the winter. 
Park Budget/Expense Report: Chair Nicole Runge updated the group on the budget and YTD expenses.
Group discussed submitting a grant application to the Twins in early 2020 - possibly to replace more fencing.

PARK STAFF/MEMBER REPORTS: 
Park Manager Bob Shearer: Discussed the possibility of offering non-resident seasonal parking passes at the beach. He will check into the additional cost of offering this for further consideration.  Pettitt Park restrooms will be removed for now and returned in time for the “Old Timers” league field use in September and October and removed after.
Deputy Clerk Laur:  Recycling bins  were ordered to utilize the grant money received from Washington County. Shearer stated the double bin will be placed at Pettitt and two single bins at Riverfront.  
Joe Riley: Nothing to report
Joe Sandom: Nothing to report
Tom McCarthy: The City Council has discussed and plans to reserve funds for removal of dead trees from Emerald Ash Borer on city property including park land.  Smith noted state &/or federal grant funds may be or will become available to assist municipalities with this expense and suggested city staff could investigate. 
Nicole Runge: Nothing to report
[bookmark: _GoBack]Chris Smith: Reported an invasive species of plant – Common Tansy – was discovered on the Phase I restoration area of the swim beach and recommended the city keep an eye on it. Reported the gravel fill placed by the Parks garage after the flood may violate FEMA rules.  Reported resident concern of playground equipment colors not in the DNR color palette and Parks may want to consider adding trees to screen the equipment from the river.  Reported the mesh fabric used to cover the grass seed placed around the Riverfront playground equipment perimeter contained plastic.  Reported resident concern the mesh was a trip hazard.
