      4.   DISCUSSION – 
A.  Housing Definitions for the St. Croix Riverway
City Attorney opened discussion on review of zoning code, duplex issues, and options to formulate ordinance change to review at next month’s meeting.  Conversation centered on need to provide perimeters in the Riverway District [and restrictions] and also DNR’s authority for review, as well as provisions of limited single-family homes, requirement for duplexes, and review of the Riverway Building Code.  Chair Ashby will work with Staff to bring draft ordinance changes forward for next month’s meeting for review.

B.  Discussion on Short Term Rentals
Chair Ashby steered discussion to short term rentals since long term previously discussed.  City Attorney Sandstrom provided sample draft ordinance their office worked on for Bayport as a starting point.  Review points included licensing rental properties; LSCVFD has requested that for all cities in the Valley for compliance issues.  Consensus on need to look at perimeters of short-term rentals and what part of code to define.  Needs further investigation; Chair Ashby will work with Staff on refining revisions to Code.
      
      5.   UPDATE from City Clerk-Administrator – CUP for new business
The property at 1980 Quasar Avenue South does not have a current Conditional Use Permit in effect and has been sent the application to return to the City.  The Conditional Use Permit will be subject to public hearing and public review when application is complete.
