Oath of office: The following were sworn in by Deputy Clerk Laur: Nicole Runge, Colter Manley, Lee Shrider, Johannes Sandom and Christopher Smith

PUBLIC COMMENTS: No public comments.  

APPROVE AGENDA
Sandom/Runge unanimous to approve the Agenda for the January 8th, 2019 Parks Board meeting.

APPROVE MINUTES: 
Sandom/Runge unanimous to approve the minutes of the October 9th, 2018 Parks Board regular meeting.   
Elect Chair and Secretary: 
Manley/Smith unanimous to elect Nicole Runge as the Park Board Chair.
Runge/Sandom unanimous to elect Colter Manley and the Park Board Secretary.
2019 Park Board Scope and Annual Calendar: Chair Nicole Runge stated the scope of responsibility for the 2019 Park Board, what is out of scope and what we have to look forward to this year on the annual calendar.
2019 Boat Permit Application Timeline: Chair Nicole Runge outlined the timeline for the boat permit application timeline. 
2019 Parks Budget Categories and Amounts: Chair Nicole Runge outlined the 2019 Parks budget. Stated that we need clarification on intent of the $1000 in budget for Pettitt Park and the $1000 for the Parks General Fund. Mayor Tom McCarthy mentioned that City Council didn’t add the banner cost ($200) and the ball field rental ($100) to the fee schedule so the Park Board should consider making a motion to recommend adding these fees for consideration at the next city council meeting.
Runge/Sandom unanimous to recommend adding the following to the Lake St. Croix Beach fee schedule: the Pettitt Park Banner fee of $200 and the Pettitt Park baseball field rental of $100.
Boat Permit List Review: Chair Nicole Runge suggested to staff to send out permit and wait list renewal letters no later than February 1.  Also, we will add a note reminding of the 7 available sailboat spots. Christopher Smith suggested that we advertise on the Lake St. Croix Beach Facebook page.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Riverfront Park Playground Equipment Project: Deputy Clerk Kathy Laur updated us on the playground equipment project progress.  Equipment has been delivered.  High level plan is to utilize STS to prepare the site and the equipment vendor, Game Time, will also do installation. City attorney Kevin Sandstrom sent Game Time a more in-depth liability contract for the installation of the playground equipment and we are waiting on a response. Christopher Smith mentioned we should look at the placement of the equipment and if there are ash trees, we should consider removing them since the Emerald Ash Borer will eventually infect them.
Ball Team use of Pettitt Park: The VAA has contacted the City and are interested in utilizing the field again this year. There was agreement to allow VAA to use the field as they have been a strong partner and help maintain the field. This year we will require them to provide us with a schedule for staff reference and to be posted at the field.  Any other teams/leagues interested in using the field (possibly Old Timer League) will be directed to coordinate directly with the VAA.
Pettitt Park Banner Sponsorship: Chair Nicole Runge updated us on the banner sponsorship process and that we will send last year’s sponsors a renewal letter by the end of February. Mayor Tom McCarthy mentioned we need to add Selma’s, Lumberyard and Beach Bar to the list since Selma’s and Lumberyard already have banners and the Beach Bar verbally said they will like to have a banner.
Park Budget/Expense Report: Chair Nicole Runge updated us on the Budget and expense report.

City Council Member Dawn Bulera: Mentioned we should think about movie nights in the park, which, are popular in other cities and that she is gathering more information.
Deputy Clerk Kathy Laur: Stated that the unknown charge from the Beach Parking machine has been removed and we were refunded for the prior months.
Mayor Tom McCarthy: Stated that City Council approved to post Gator for sale and reminded us to log our time at each meeting.
